Discuss

•What does this passage teach us about whether 
God wants all kinds of people to know Jesus?

•The people didn’t just listen — they responded. 
What are some ways our family can respond to 
Jesus today?

Pray
•Thank the Lord for the sacrifice of His Son, Jesus, so 
that you can have your sins forgive.

•Pray for people you know who are “far off” from God 
in a spiritual sense.  Pray that they will get right with 
God by repentance and faith in Jesus.

•Pray for people who are “far off” from God because 
they have never heard the Gospel message.  

•Pray for ministries like Operation Christmas Child’s 
distribution of gifts in shoeboxes along with the Good 
News of salvation to children who are “far off”.
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
